ORIGINAL 1960'S MCCLOY FAMILY HOME IN BELMONT
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Jeff McCloy is many things – ambitious, generous, 
outspoken, passionate, a little eccentric and determined 
to leave a legacy of creating communities which people 
are proud to call home. 

Born and bred in the Hunter there is little Jeff hasn’t been 
involved in when it comes to bettering our communities. 
The landscape is ever changing, when you take a tour 
around the Hunter, you can be forgiven for thinking much 
of it may just be a part of McCloy’s legacy.

Despite the apparent success, Jeff is known for the 
courage of his convictions, a passion for what he does and 
the drive to make things happen, all of which stemmed 
from family roots.

“My grandfather Francis McCloy was a builder, survived 
the depression and was too proud to accept charity or be 
on the dole” says Jeff.

A photograph of a small cottage in Belmont, hanging 
in the McCloy Group reception area, is a daily reminder 
of where he’s been, and the enviable list of assets and 
development projects is a clear indication of where he 
wants to go. 

“We ultimately see ourselves as creating communities, 
not doing subdivisions and chopping up blocks of land. 
There’s a whole different philosophy when you think like 
that” Jeff explained.

The Hunter Region has always been home for the McCloy 
family and is a core pillar to the company. Having left 
Belmont High, for Newcastle University, Jeff completed 
civil engineering degree that took him into the Sydney 
high-rise construction game via a brief stint with Lend 
Lease. He later returned to Belmont in the late 1970s 
to work for and eventually run D.F. McCloy, the building 
company founded by his father, Don.

Throughout the 1980s and ‘90s, the business delivered 
John Hunter Hospital, Green Point residential development, 
Jewells Tavern and shopping centre and the Mattara Hotel.

For the McCloy’s, their first break came in the late 1980s 
when the then Belmont-based business tendered for 
the construction of the proposed John Hunter Hospital 
campus and won.

Whilst the success of the John Hunter was a call to the 
construction game, Jeff had clear foresight towards land, 
and a focus on the words of Mark Twain “buy land, they’re 
not making it anymore”.

Every 
aspect of the land and home is donated, and each dollar 
raised from auction is put towards lifesaving research 
for children with cancer. McCloy Group have donated 
land on numerous occasions most recently at The 
Bower Medowie, where a four-bedroom fully furnished 
home went under the hammer raising $650,000 for the 
Children’s Cancer Institute. Prior to this, the same project 
was complete in the lakeside community of Billy’s Lookout 
at Teralba raising in excess of $700,000 for the cause.

Charity builds have also extended to other causes 
including drought relief, 2020 saw a huge achievement 
within the Tamworth community. Locals banded together 
to create ‘The House that Drought Built’. McCloy Group 
donated land to the cause within the premier Lampada 
community in Calala, the final bid sold at $560,000 and 
was distributed to locals within the Tamworth community, 
by the Salvation Army, who’d felt the effects of drought. 

Prior to auction McCloy Group also sent three semi-
trailers of hay to drought-stricken farmers in Tamworth to 
help alleviate some of the pressures felt in the community. 

Over the years the McCloy Group have also joined forces 
with the Hunter Aspect School donating $100,000 toward 
new facilities to enable better care and learning for the 
students. We are also proud to have a history of ongoing 
commitment to local sporting clubs including the Hunter 
Wildfires Rugby Club, Belmont based Lakes United Rugby 
League Club and UoN Rugby to name but a few.

In past years Jeff has been known for his generous 
commitment to giving back. In 2015, Jeff kick-started the 
Salvation Army’s Vanuatu Disaster Appeal with a $1 million 
donation to help repair the devastation caused to the nearby 
island nation by Cyclone Pam. In 2011, he also donated 
$1 million to the Salvation Army’s Red Shield Appeal. 

Jeff has held a number of community positions including 
committee member of the Salvation Army Red Shield 
Appeal (Hunter), Patron of the Redhead Surf Life Saving 
Club and member of the Newcastle Knights Player 
Retention Committee.

Other organisations McCloy Group has supported  
include the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU) at  
John Hunter Hospital, Autism Spectrum Australia, Oz
